CHANGE YOUR CLOCK, CHECK YOUR BATTERY!

Smoke alarms are often set off by bathroom steam or cooking vapors.

Never remove the battery or disconnect the wiring.

Instead:

• Quiet the alarm by pushing the “HUSH” button. (Alarm will be deactivated for 15 minutes while you clear the air.)

• Open windows and turn on vent fans to clear the air.

• Relocate the alarm further away from the cooking area or bathroom, but within 15 feet of sleeping areas.

• Install a combination photoelectric/ionization alarm. It is less sensitive to cooking vapors.

If your smoke alarm does not have a " hush" button, consider purchasing one that does.
